Berth 6 is offline and under
All other ports ISPS 1 maintenance. In response to a substantial increase in cargo calls resulting from the rerouting of cargo vessels, Oil Tanker Berths No. 4 and 5
have been designated to enhance cargo handling operations and alleviate berthing congestion. The current estimated waiting period for
berthing is approximately three weeks or more for breakbulk, bulk, general cargo, and ro-ro vessels. Vopak Terminal and ADNOC SPM
Terminal are operational. Khor Fakkan Container Terminal - in light of the significant increase in cargo calls, all six berths are now fully
operational and specifically designated for container cargo. The current estimated waiting period for berthing is approximately four weeks or
more for breakbulk, bulk, general cargo, and ro-ro vessels. General cargo and container discharge operations are proceeding as scheduled at
both the Fujairah and Khor Fakkan Terminals, without disruption. Anchorage services are all normal without interruption.
Navigational warning No. 01/2026 has been disseminated, addressing reported incidents of intermittent GPS signal spoofing and jamming in
offshore areas of Fujairah. These disruptions may lead to a loss of positional accuracy, erratic vessel movements on Electronic Chart Display
and Information Systems (ECDIS), and potentially misleading positional information. Mariners are advised to consider this area as high risk.
